Rules and Regulations

Hours

The hours of operation will be as follows:

Setup Times:  Friday, September 23, 2011 from 7:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m.
 Saturday, September 24, 2011 from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m.
Bourse Hours:  Saturday, September 24, 2011 from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.
    Sunday, September 25, 2011 from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.
Booth Specifications

Each booth includes one 8-foot table, one 6-foot backup table, 3 chairs in front and 2 chairs behind. 

In the case of a corner booth, there may only be one backup table. Power is available to all tables in the outer perimeter.  The inner tables do not have power.   

Setup and Tear-down

The hotel facilities will be available to the organizers on Friday at 6:00 p.m. The hotel staff and organizers will need approximately 1 hour for table setup.  With that in mind, all dealers are asked to wait until 7:00 p.m. before they enter the facility.  Setup will end at 10:00 p.m. on Friday evening.  Setup may be concluded on Saturday morning between 8:00 a.m. and 10:00 a.m.  We cannot accommodate exceptions to these timelines.  Teardown must be completed by 6:00 p.m. on Sunday to release the space back to the hotel.
Fees & Cancellation

A deposit of $100.00 per table is required to hold the table.  Then the remainder owing for the entire cost must accompany the application form.  Cheques should be made payable to the Edmonton Stamp Club for all the fees.  Post-dated cheques must come due no less than 30 days (August 25, 2011) before the opening of the 2011 Fall Market.
The deposit is non-refundable, unless there are other dealers on the waiting list of applicants that will take that booth.
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General Conditions

Tables will be assigned as paid requests are received.  If you wish to make a special request, the Co- Chairs will make every effort to fulfill that request.  Please give several alternate table choices.
The Dealer Applicant agrees that the booth space will be used exclusively by him/her and in no case will be transferred, shared or used by any other person or organization unless prior agreement has been established with the Co-Chairs.  This will result in the cancellation of the contract and forfeit of the deposit.
Sales of philatelic material shall be limited solely to the contracted space.  Terms of rental are solely for the area encompassed within a booth and on the tables provided.  Any participant displaying materials outside of these boundaries is subject to removal from the show.

Dealers must staff their booths at all times during bourse hours.  Dealers who leave their booths unattended do so at their own risk and assume full responsibility for their materials.  No participant shall add additional tables to his/her booth without the express consent of the Co-Chairs.  Encroachment, redesign or expansion of the booth will not be tolerated and any offender will be asked to remedy the situation.

Insurance and Liability

Participants are urged, in their own interest, to arrange for insurance of their materials.  Although reasonable on-site security will be provided by the Edmonton Stamp Club, the ESC Fall Market Co-Chairs, volunteer organizers, or Hotel assume no responsibility whatsoever, whether as the result of negligence or otherwise, shall attach Peter Kuester, Jim Lockau, or the Edmonton Stamp Club or any other organizer or sponsor, nor to their directors, officers, members, employees, voluntary or paid staff, agents or delegates of any of the preceding, for any loss of or damage to a dealers' stock or other property arising from any cause whatsoever.  There is no show responsibility during the Hours of Operation or Closed Periods prior, during or after the bourse dates.
Breach of Contract

Participant agrees with the rules and regulations of the 2011 Fall Market bourse.  The participant understands that any breach of this contract may result in expulsion from future conventions and a formal report shall be given to the Executive of CSDA.
